Word Study Homework Options

Grade 3: Quarter 2 & 3


Writing Sort- Your child needs to find someone at home to be his/her “buddy.”  Your child then needs to say each word aloud, tell what category it belongs in and why, and write the word.  After every word has been placed in the correct group, the buddy can check for accuracy.  Correct if needed.  

Word Hunt- Assist your child in doing a word hunt, looking in books or magazines for words that have the same pattern. Try to find at least 3 new words for each category. Write them in your notebook in the correct category.

Blind Sort- Lay down one word of each category to serve as the category headers.  Then say each remaining word aloud to your child and he/she needs to tell you what category the word belongs in and why. Then write the word in the correct sort.

Draw and Label Sort- Pick 2 words from each category. Draw a detailed picture of each word.  Write a sentence to describe your picture using your word. This sentence needs to be caption to go with your picture.

Synonyms & Antonym:  Select 2 words from each category. Create a table to match your word with a synonym or antonym. See example:
